1st Grade Math Goals

State Goal 6:  Numbers and Operations

· Recognize sets of 2-9 in various arrangements (dominos, 10-frames) without counting.
· Model with materials, write, read, and compare numbers to 100; identify place value (100s, 10s, 1s) for a specified digit in a given number.  Identify ordinal positions through tenth.
· Use part-part-total ideas to demonstrate the concept of addition and subtraction by determining whether to add or subtract in a given real-world situation.  Use counters or base 10 materials to represent and solve, to help write the matching number sentence, and to explain solutions.
· Master addition facts (count-ons, 0s, doubles, 10-sums, 5+4) & related subtraction facts.
· Identify odd and even numbers.
State Goal 7:  Measurement

· Recognize common tools for measuring length (ruler), weight/mass (scale), capacity (cup), temperature (thermometer).
· Read, tell, and write time to the hour and half-hour (analog and digital).
· Locate dates on a calendar given the month, day, and year; identify day of the week; months of the year.
State Goal 8:  Algebraic Methods

· Determine output or “rule” for in/out tables that involve +/-rules (add 3, subtract 2).
State Goal 9:  Geometry

· Identify, describe, and compare characteristics of cube, sphere, cylinder, cone, and rectangular prism.  Recognize instances of these shapes in real-life.
· Determine if a 2-dimensional shape has a line of symmetry.
· Demonstrate understanding of left and right.  Give directions or locations.
State Goal 10:  Data and Probability

· In a group setting: Collect, organize, display, label, analyze, and interpret data using picture, tallies, charts, and bar graphs, especially data about class or data resulting from sorts and comparisons of concrete objects (e.g., attribute materials or pattern blocks).
· Analyze data in graphs using appropriate vocabulary (most, least, how many more than, how many less/fewer than).
