2nd Grade Math Goals

State Goal 6:  Numbers and Operations

· Model, read, write, order, and compare numbers (greater than, equal to, less than; before, after, between) through 1000.  Specify place value through 1000 for specified digits.
· Mentally or in writing, identify whether to add or subtract in a 1- or 2-step part-total/compare problem, write the matching number sentence, and explain the solution orally/in writing.

· Add 3-digit numbers and subtract 2-digit numbers with and without regrouping.
· Create an appropriate story problem for a given addition or subtraction number sentence.
State Goal 7:  Measurement
· Recognize that length, weight, and capacity measures use several copies of the same unit.
· Measure length to the nearest inch, foot, yard, and meter; measure weight to the nearest pound or kilogram; and measure capacity to the nearest cup, quart, liter, or gallon.
· Compare estimated measures of length, capacity, and weight to actual measurements.

· Read, write, and tell time to the nearest 5 minutes (analog & digital).  Tell elapsed time in hours.

· Identify coin equivalents, count money to $1 and write the total.
State Goal 8:  Algebraic Methods

· Represent, record, and describe patterns in a variety of ways, including table, graphs, and verbal descriptions.
· Create, identify, describe, and extend geometric patterns and number patterns.

State Goal 9:  Geometry

· Identify, describe, compare, and draw polygons (with 3, 4, 5, 6, and 8 sides).  Identify and draw in lines of symmetry.  Identify congruent and similar shapes.
State Goal 10:  Data and Probability
· Collect, organize, display on a blank grid, label, analyze, and interpret data using tallies, charts, and bar graphs.  Communicate ideas about the data orally and in writing.
