Kindergarten Math Goals
State Goal 6:  Numbers and Operations

· Count on and back one, two, or three numbers from a specified random number, 4-12.
· Sort objects by shape, size, and color, and explain the sorting rule.
· Count with understanding; model with concrete objects; read; write; compare (greater than, equal to, less than); and order numbers through 20.
· Solve oral addition and subtraction problems (using numerals 1-10) with manipulative materials or another appropriate mathematical tool or strategy.
· Represent a problem and its solution by using concrete objects or by drawing a picture.
State Goal 7:  Measurement

· Use nonstandard units to measure and compare different attributes of an object (length, weight, capacity) using tools and descriptive vocabulary; recognize and name basic measurement tools (ruler, cup, balance scale, thermometer).
· Order events throughout the day (morning, afternoon, and night).
· Tell time to the hour (analog and digital).
· Recite days of the week in order; show an understanding that 7 days =1 week.
· Identify penny, nickel, and dime; compare and state cent value for these coins; count different sets of pennies to 10 cents.
State Goal 8:  Algebraic Methods

· Investigate strategies of data organization (e.g., calendar and 100 Chart patterns).
State Goal 9:  Geometry

· Identify, describe, compare, and draw plane figures (circle, square, triangle, rectangle, rhombus, oval); give examples from the environment.
· Compare sets of shapes and explain how they are the same/different using shape, color, size (large/small), and other attributes (thick/thin).
State Goal 10:  Data and Probability

· In a Group Setting:  Organize, display, label, and describe, using appropriate mathematical vocabulary, data using picture, tallies, or simple bar graphs, especially data relating to themselves or their school.
