1st Grade Reading Goals

As a result of their schooling, students will be able to . . .

State Goal 1:  Read with understanding and fluency.

Learning Standard 1A:  Apply word analysis and vocabulary skills to comprehend selections.

1st Grade Goals:

· Recognize short vowel sounds, /a, /e/, /i/, /o/, /u/.
· Decode and read words with the following patterns:  CVC, CVCe, CCVC, CVVC.
· Produce rhyming words. 
· Begin blending digraphs.
· Use context clues to recognize new words.
· Recognize dipthongs:  ou ow oi oy.
· Blend or segment the phonemes of most one-syllable words.
· Substitute, delete, and manipulate beginning and ending phonemes.
· Use basic element of structural analysis to decode unknown words (e.g., basic prefixes/suffixes; compound words root words, spelling patterns, contractions). 

· Understand level appropriate vocabulary words and high frequency words. 

· Identify individual words to make them into a contraction. 

· Identify initial, medial, and final sounds in a word. 

· Recall details of literary works. 

· Use self correction strategies (search for clues, reread).

Learning Standard 1B:  Apply reading strategies to improve understanding and fluency.

1st Grade Goals:

· Read age-appropriate material aloud with fluency, accuracy, and expression. 
· Use illustrations to help comprehend the story.
· Make connections in literary work to own life and other literary works, and the world. 

· Use meaning cues to aide comprehension and make predictions about contents (title, cover, pictures, events, actions). 

· Summarize literary work to check for understanding. 

· Increase the amount of independent reading.
· Identify the main idea through text and illustrations.
· Return to text to locate answers to questions.
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Learning Standard 1C:  Comprehend a broad range of reading materials.

1st Grade Goals:

· Compare books that have the same theme or topic.
· Identify the author’s purpose. 

· Identify different types of genres (non fiction, fiction, poems). 
· Compare types of literary works by discussing the similarities and differences.
· Distinguish between fact and opinion.
