2nd Grade Reading Goals

As a result of their schooling, students will be able to . . .

State Goal 1:  Read with understanding and fluency.

Learning Standard 1A:  Apply word analysis and vocabulary skills to comprehend selections.

2nd Grade Goals:

· Use letter/sound relationships to decode unknown word.
· Understand and use basic phonemic awareness of vowels (long vowels, r-controlled vowels, silent vowels, and vowel variants) to decode and analyze words.
· Understand and use basic phonemic awareness of digraphs, initial and final consonants, and blends (sh, ch, th, wh, ck).

· Blend and segment phonemes with the following patterns: CCVC, CVCC, CCVCC

· Use knowledge of root words, prefixes (un, re) suffixes (ly, ful, s, es, ed, ing) and  inflectional endings (er, est) to determine meanings of words.
· Identify synonyms, antonyms, homophones, contractions, compound words, and multiple meaning words. 
· Recognize word families and rhyming words.
· Use a variety of resources (dictionary, illustrations, charts, glossary) to derive meaning of unknown words.
Learning Standard 1B:  Apply reading strategies to improve understanding and fluency.

2nd Grade Goals:

· Use context clues, semantic clues (word meaning) and syntactical clues (word order) to understand reading passages.
· Use questions to clarify understanding before, during, and after reading.
· Return to text to locate answers to questions.

· Make predictions and inferences from picture clues and titles.

· Summarize/retell information after reading passages and text.

· Connect important ideas to self, text, and world experiences.
Learning Standard 1C:  Comprehend a broad range of reading materials.

2nd Grade Goals:

· Summarize fictional and non-fictional materials.
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· Read self selected materials appropriate to reading levels and interests.
· Use information to form questions and verify predictions.
· Use compare and contrast strategies to comprehend a range of reading materials.
· Identify author’s purpose.
· Compare two books by the same author and or topic/theme.

State Goal 2:  Read and understand literature representative of various societies, 

eras, and ideas.

Learning Standard 2A:  Understand how literary elements and techniques are used to convey meaning.

2nd Grade Goals:

· Identify literary elements to include theme, setting, plot, character, and problem/solution.
· Identify book parts (table of contents, glossary, tables, charts).
· Analyze fiction, non-fiction, and realistic fiction elements.
· Tell a story with a beginning, middle, and an end.
· Sequence story events.

· Distinguish between “real” and “make-believe.”
· Recognize who is telling the story (point of view).
· Develop an understanding of figurative language.

· Examine problem/conflict and cause/effect in literary text.
· Develop familiarity with poetry (rhyme, rhythm, alliteration, simile, metaphor).

Learning Standard 2B:  Read and interpret a variety of literary works.

2nd Grade Goals:

· Establish a purpose for reading (amusement, directions, information).
· Make simple connections between characters of events in literature and in own life and other text.
· Re-enact and retell stories, poems, plays, and other literary works.
· Read literature from a variety of cultures, time periods, and/or genres (e.g., multi-cultural stories, fairy tales).
