Kindergarten Reading Goals

As a result of their schooling, students will be able to . . .

State Goal 1:  Read with understanding and fluency.

Learning Standard 1A:  Apply word analysis and vocabulary skills to comprehend selections.

Kindergarten Goals:
· Identify and recognize all capital and lowercase letters of the alphabet in random order.  
· Recognize and manipulate onset and rime (in word families such as /c/-/at/).
· Identify level-appropriate sight words and vocabulary words (e.g., color words, number words; positional words (e.g., top, bottom, in, out); high frequency words; words for person, places, things, and actions).
· Use basic elements of phonetic analysis.  Make common letter/sound associations. 
Recognize beginning/ending consonant sounds.  Produce short vowel sounds.  Identify word patterns.

· Blend and segment phonemes (/c/-/a/-/t/).

Learning Standard 1B:  Apply reading strategies to improve understanding and fluency.

Kindergarten Goals:

· Use pictures and text to make predictions.
· Use text to make personal connections.
· Engage in shared reading of predictable text.
· Read a familiar text independently.
· Increase amount of independent reading.
· Identify the main idea of the story.
Learning Standard 1C:  Comprehend a broad range of reading materials.

Kindergarten Goals:

· Retell, dictate, or role play what has been learned from the story.
· Respond to questions orally about story.
· Compare and contrast a variety of literary works (e.g., fiction, non-fiction, poetry, and nursery rhymes).

· Identify author’s purpose (e.g., to persuade, to inform).
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· Describe the similarities and differences among multiple versions of the same story.  
· Identify different text forms (e.g., magazines, letters, storybooks).
· Use reading skills and strategies to understand a variety of informational resources to support literacy learning (e.g., environmental print, written directions, signs, captions, labels, technology).
· Distinguish between real and make believe. 
State Goal 2:  Read and understand literature representative of various societies, 

eras, and ideas.

Learning Standard 2A:  Understand how literary elements and techniques are used to convey meaning.

Kindergarten Goals:

· Discuss and draw pictures to portray story details (e.g., characters, settings, and/or events).
· Discuss and draw pictures to show sequence of events. 
· Recognize story structure (beginning, middle, end).
· Understand that printed materials provide information.

· Identify parts of a book (front cover, back cover, and title).

· Recognize how print is organized and read (identifying front of book, identifying title, holding book correctly, following words from left to right, knowing the difference between words and letters).

Learning Standard 2B:  Read and interpret a variety of literary works.

Kindergarten Goals:

· Investigate picture books, non-fiction material, nursery rhymes, fairy tales, and poems.
· Re-enact stories, songs, poems, and/or plays. 
· Establish a purpose for reading (e.g., for information, for pleasure).
