· Describe personal skills and interests that one wants to develop.
· Explain how family members, peers, school personnel, and community members can support school success and responsible behavior.
· Demonstrate use of external supports (e.g., family members, peers, school personnel, and community members), when needed.
· Identify ways to reach out to possible friends.  (SR)

· Be tolerant of the differences of others.  (CC!)

· Apply the knowledge of being responsible for one’s actions.  (CK)

4th Grade Goals:

· Describe the steps in setting and working toward goal achievement
· Monitor progress toward achieving a short-term personal goal.  
· Demonstrate responsibility regarding following-up on the goal the student is trying to achieve.  (CC!)

· Develop a personal action plan that contributes toward a respectful school.  (SR)

4th Grade Goals:

· Identify verbal, physical, and situational cues that indicate how others may feel.

· Describe the expressed feelings and perspectives of others.
· Distinguish between purposely hurtful put-downs and those that are accidentally hurtful.  (SR)

· Be compassionate when appropriate.  (CC!)

· Recognize how and when to forgive an individual.  (CC!)

· Identify a variety of bullying behaviors.  (SR)

· Practice and understand the Taft School motto, “Treat others the way you want them to treat you.”  (CC!)

4th Grade Goals:

· Demonstrate how to work effectively with those who are different from oneself.
· Identify and evaluate group-joining strategies.  (SR)
