As a result of their schooling, students will be able to . . . 

Focus

· Participate in whole group/shared writing lessons using prewriting strategies 

(e.g., brainstorming and graphic organizers) with teacher assistance.

· Tell a focused story using approaches such as pictures, scribbles, letter approximations, and connected oral accounts.

· Write simple sentences.

Support

· Add detail to the telling of a story by using specific words or extending an idea that relates to the story.

· Communicate ideas through drawings.

· Write some words to support their drawings.

· Talk about their drawings and related words.

Organization

· Write from left to right.

· Use appropriate spacing between words.

Conventions

· Speak in complete sentences.

· Spell high frequency kindergarten words correctly.

· Attempt developmentally appropriate (i.e., semi-phonetic) spelling by writing the most obvious sounds of words.

· Use correct capitalization when writing their names.

· Write upper and lower case letters.

· Demonstrate an awareness of end punctuation.
